On January 25, 2011, the following disciplinary charge against the Rev. Ronald Matheney was read at a hearing of the Permanent Judicial Commission of the Synod of the Pacific (this Commission, or SPJC), which received this case on reference from the Presbytery of Kendall:

STATEMENT OF CHARGE
Actions contrary to the provisions of I Corinthians 13, I Peter 3:7-14, and contrary to Book of Order G-6.0106.

On or about the 13th of August, 2007 at 1205 North Fillmore, Jerome, Idaho, you and your wife engaged in a domestic dispute that elevated into physical altercation, that this matter precipitated the filing of criminal charges and became a matter of public concern which resulted in conflict within the congregation of the Jerome First Presbyterian Church and was a contributing cause to the end of your marriage.

PLEA
The Accused plead guilty to the charge.
CENSURE
Following the plea, the SPJC heard evidence as to the extent of the injury suffered, mitigation, rehabilitation, and redemption (D-11.0403e). Following deliberation, the SPJC imposed the following censure:
Rebuke
Whereas you, Ronald Matheney, have been found guilty of the offense of

On or about the 13th of August, 2007 at 1205 North Fillmore, Jerome, Idaho, you and your wife engaged in a domestic dispute that elevated into physical altercation, that this matter precipitated the filing of criminal charges and became a matter of public concern which resulted in conflict within the congregation of the Jerome First Presbyterian Church and was a contributing cause to the end of your marriage.

And, by such offense you have acted contrary to the Scriptures and the Constitution of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.); now therefore, the Permanent Judicial Commission of the Synod of the Pacific, in the name and authority of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), expresses its condemnation of this offense, and rebukes you. You are enjoined to be more watchful and avoid such offense in the future. We urge you to use diligently the means of grace to the end that you may be more obedient to our Lord Jesus Christ.
IT IS FUTHER ORDERED that the stated clerk of the Presbytery of Kendall shall read the decision to the presbytery at its first stated or adjourned meeting, or a meeting called for that purpose, and enter the full decision upon the minutes of the presbytery.
IT IS FUTHER ORDERED that the stated clerk of the Synod of the Pacific shall read the decision to the Synod at its first stated or adjourned meeting, or a meeting called for that purpose, and enter the full decision upon the minutes of the Synod.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the stated clerk of the Presbytery of Kendall shall transmit this decision to the next Presbytery of Call or Transfer.  (D-11.0403h.)
